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People keep using the word 
‘relocation’, does that mean the 
mine is moving?
The mine itself isn’t moving – just the surface buildings.  
At the moment those buildings are spread across the 33 
acre South Crofty site. Future operations will be more 
environmentally friendly and economical when contained 
in a smaller envelope (19 acres) adjacent to the Mine’s 
entrance at the Tuckingmill Decline.

How many new buildings will be 
built or re-located?
In addition to the processing mill, there will be a series of 
15 – 20 buildings and structures on the site necessary to 
operate the mine as follows: -

Access portal,	Main processing plant	,Workshop and 
store, Ancillary buildings, Earthworks,	 Explosives 
stores, Mine Office, Miners Dry and Archive,	 Electricity 
substation, Fuel storage, Water treatment plant, Tailings 
treatment Plant and emergency store

When would work on the new 
processing mill begin?
We would like to start work as soon as we get planning 
approval – hopefully around late Spring next year.

How big will the new processing 
mill be compared to the old one?
The working space inside the building is designed to be 
much larger than the existing buildings it replaces. With 
the building partially set into the rock below ground level 
the size of the building above the ground is considerably 
less.

If you get permission for the new 
processing mill, what will happen to the 
old one?

It will be demolished to make way for the East-West Link Road 
section and the regeneration of the whole site as outlined by the 
plans on display.

Who will pay for a new processing mill?
There are four designs on display and there is considerable variation 
in the cost of each.   We are currently exploring the possibility of 
gaining ERDF Convergence Support to help with the expense of 
building the mill.  If we are successful, we can afford to go with 
one of the more expensive designs (the ‘sardine can’ being the 
most expensive).  If assistance is not secured it will be necessary 
to opt for one of the less expensive designs.

How far will the entrance to the mine be 
from the processing mill?
A new portal access to the underground mine workings will be 
created within the Mill building.

What are the advantages of locating 
the processing mill close to the mine 
entrance?
In terms of environmental impact, the advantages are considerable.  
Because ore will be fed directly from underground to the Mill 
there will be significantly less noise and dust generated.  Modern 
mining is governed by strict environmental guidelines and we will 
be adhering to them rigorously.

What has been happening with the 
mine?
A huge amount of exploration and tunnelling has been happening 
over the last two years and we are very excited by the results from 
our core samples.  The quality of the mineral deposits far exceeds 
our original expectations and we are now even more confident 
that South Crofty will provide the local area – and Cornwall as a 
whole, with a huge economic boost.
